         Lesson Title or Topic: The Loopy Loop Plane

Materials Needed: (List)

1. 1 pair of scissors, 1 piece of paper, 1 straw and 1 strip of tape, 6” to 8”

Preparation Time:  10 min

Lesson time: 30 min
Content Standard(s) Motion
What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 

1. Students will understand the velocity of a traveling object.
2. Students will understand how an airplane flies and remains in the air.
Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 
Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 

1. What happens when you put together the air, loops, and plane?
Instruction/Activity: (Procedure) 
1. Have the students cut out two strips of paper.

a. One piece about 5 inches by 1 inch and the other 7 inches by 1 inch.
b. The 8 inches of tape should be torn into quarters (2 inches for each piece).
2. Bend one to the paper strips into a loop and use a piece of the tape to stick the two ends together.
a. Do it again

b. One loop will be larger than the other

3. Place a third piece of tape at the very end of the straw.
a. make sure that the tape is sticking out so the straw and the tape look like a capital “T.”
4. Place the other strip of tape at the other end so that your straw now looks like a capital “I” or a very fat “H” when you turn it sideways.
5. Slide one loop over either end of the straw and fasten it to the tape here.

6. Do the same thing on the other side of the straw.

7. Toss the plane, small end first as hard as you can.

Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 

1. What happens when you toss the plane?

2. Have students discuss possible reasons to explain their observation.

3. Have students experiment in modifying the loops (larger or smaller).
4. Have students compete to see who can make the biggest loop, smallest loop and which plane can stay in the air the longest.
