ELA - English Language Arts

FRSA - Foundational Reading Skills Assessment
District Assessment given to students in Grade TK to Grade 3 to assess their knowledge of foundational reading skills.

i-Ready
The i-Ready Diagnostic is an adaptive assessment that adjusts questions to suit students’ needs.
The i-Ready Diagnostics are administered three times per year for students in grades 1 - 8 plus English Learners in Kindergarten &
grades 9-12:
Diagnostic Windows 1,2, & 3 (D1, D2, D3)
Assessments given at the start of the school year, mid-year, and during the Spring semester

Low SES - Low Socioeconomic Status
Students identified as receiving free-reduced price meals, foster youth, homeless students, students participating in the Migrant
program, or students with parent education level less than high school graduate. Students would only be counted once, regardless of
identification method.

SBAC - Smarter Balanced Assessment Consortium (pronounced “S-Back”)
State Assessment given to students in Grade 3 to Grade 8 and Grade 11 to assess their knowledge of ELA and Math standards.

TK - Transitional Kindergarten
Prekindergarten program for age-eligible 4-year old students. California is expanding the program to allow for all 4-year olds to access
the program by Fall 2025.
