1. Blank index cards, markers, 4 pieces of paper, tape, and a room with four corners

Preparation Time:  15 min

Lesson time: 45 min
Content Standard(s) Ecology (Life Sciences)
What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 

1. Students will understand the concept of habitats.

2. Students will explore the habitats of animals.

Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation)
Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 

1. Where do you live?
2. Where do animals live?
Instruction: 

1. Write one habitat (Ocean, Pond, Forest or Desert) on each of the four pieces of paper.
2. Tape each of the habitat names in one of the four corners of the room.
3. On each index card write the following names of animals that live in that habitat.  (alternative: find pictures of the animals with spelling for those who can’t read)
a. Ocean – Salt water fish (Sharks), Whale, Dolphin, Stingray Jellyfish

b. Desert – Camel, Meerkat, Diamondback, Rattlesnake

c. Pond -  Frog, Alligator, Fresh Water Fish, Turtle, Duck

d. Forest – Bear, Deer, Eagle, Squirrel, Rabbit

Activity: (Procedure) 
1. Put cards in a stack and have each player draw one of the cards.
a. One at a time, each player pretends to be the animal on the card while walking to the sign for animal habitat.

b. Player should move like the animal and make the animal sounds. (Sillier the better)

2. When all of the animals are in their correct habitat, have everyone come back to the middle and draw another card.

a. Keep playing the game until all the cards have been used.

Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 
What role does our environment play in the animals’ habitat (where we live or dwell)?


a. Think about what the animal needs to survive.
